- Flush out all pipe work prior to installation.

- Maximum hot water temperature is 60°C. If the water temperature exceeds 60°C an approved tempering valve
must be fitted.

- Installation should comply with relevant local authority requirements.

- In accordance with good plumbing practice, filters should be fitted to supply lines to eliminate damage to the
ceramic cartridge from suspended solids.

« AS/NZS 35001 states that pressures above 500kPa can cause damage from water hammer, reduce the life of
appliances, taps & fittings, cause excessive noise in the system and recommend that a pressure limiting valve

(PLV) be fitted.
